Describe clearly the methods used and add statistical description if applicable. Only cite references in case of published methods. 

Subheadings

You may insert subheadings into your manuscript.

Subheadings

Include at least general composition details and batch numbers for all materials. Identify names and sources of all commercial products (Company, Town, Country).

Results and discussions

Equations

The equations should be inserted in editable format from the equation editor. Formulas should be centered and numbered in round brackets. The brackets should be placed to the right of the formula.

Figures

Figures should be inserted in the text. Captions should be placed under figures as shown in Fig. 1. 
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Fig. 1. Speed versus time

For the figures caption use the same type of fonts, like in the body of the text (Times New Roman 12). Please, select the size of the fonts in a way that texts appear in the inserted figure with a size of about the figures caption. Figures should be prepared also separately and sent as additional files, in TIF or JPG format. The figures should be prepared at the standard resolution of 300 dpi. All abbreviations used in a figure should be explained in the figure legend. Figure legends should be concise but explicit, enabling a clear understanding of the illustration. Where a figure is reproduced or adapted from another source, the author must first seek permission from both the author and publisher of the original material.
